Construction Council" was established by Kagoshima Prefecture and the "Tsurumaru Castle

Goromon Gate Reconstruction Executive Committee" centered on the Kagoshima Association of

Corporate Executives and other five Kagoshima’s economic organizations.

he Goromon Gate, which has been faithfully reconstructed to historical facts for the first

time in 147 years, is the largest castle gate in Japan with Japan's largest bronze Shachihoko
(statue of tiger-fish) on its top of the large roof. It is about 20 meters high and wide castle gate
