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With the geographical advantage facing the Pacific Ocean in 
the southeastern part of Kyushu,Shibushi Port is one of 
Japan's leading agricultural and livestock regions.
At the same time the accessibility to the port is growing 
firmly with the firm growth of the local transportation
network.

From the north to south ranging up to 6 km, there are four 
districts constituting the Shibushi Port:HonkouDistrict, 
GaikouDistrict, WakahamaDistrict, and Shin-Wakahama
District.
The HonkouDistrict is designated for fishing boats and small 
boats.TheGaikouDistrict is designated for RORO vessels 
transporting logs to major ports in Tokyo, Hanshin, Okinawa 
area.TheWakahamaDistrict is designated as a major supply 
base located near multiple compound feed factories,specified
for mass production.Atthe same time, the port is also used 
by "Sunflower Satsuma" and "Sunflower Kirishima" ferrying 
service for traveling.TheShin-WakahamaDistrict is 
designated for international container ships from China, 
Taiwan, South Korea, and other international vessels as well.

As one of the major logistic position in the southern Kyushuu
area,theport has been supporting the local region's industry 
with the feed supplying base.Shibushi Port ranks third in 
Kyushu after Hakata Port and Kitakyushu Port for the container Kyushu after Hakata Port and Kitakyushu Port for the container 
cargo handling volume,andis recording 100,000 TEU in recent 
years.Timberexport has been number one in Japan for 13 
consecutive years.
In 2011(H23) Shibushi Port was selected for the international 
bulk strategic port,andhas been reinforcing the facilities, 
quays, wharfs to accommodating larger boats.quays, wharfs to accommodating larger boats.
